Gospel Summary:
Todays Gospel reading begins with the story of the
birth of John the Baptist. Relatives and
friends of his parents, Elizabeth and
Zechariah, already had a sense that this
child was destined for great things. To
begin, Elizabeth gave birth well beyond
her childbearing years. Then Elizabeth
and Zechariah went against tradition
and named the baby John, a name
in either one of their families. When

not used
Zechariah wrote on the tablet, “John is his name,” he
regained his ability to speak and he used his voice to
praise God. (RCLB)
